Cave de 'Ormarine, Languedoc, France, 2020

This typical Picpoul produced in the small vilage of Pinet

is full of citrus and lemon grass aromas with a touch of

almond blossom.

Pecorino Ofﬁda,.Organic, £34.00
Tenuta de Angelis, Marche, Italy, 2020

Pale yellow colour with a green hue, intense stone fruit

aromas with floral hints.

Bolfan Riesling, Zagorje, Croatia, 2019 £7.00 £35.00
Delicately scented aromas, extremely refreshing and palate

cleansing with medium rich, zesty fresh fruit flavours.

Concentrated lime, peach, and guava,

complemented by deliciously structured acidity.

Black Cottage Sauvignon Blanc, Earth Series, 6
Marlborough, New Zealand, 2020 £7.00 £36.00
Complex nose of honeydew melon, golden kiwifruit and

a touch of elderflower. The zesty palate is packed full of

blackcurrant, cucumber and lime flavours with ahint of

salt. Good structure, crunchy herbs and lively acidity

complete this lively wine.

Gavi di Gavi Guido Matteo, Bosio, £45.00

Piedmont, Italy, 2020
A refreshing white with zesty lemon and melon notes with
a hint of fresh herbs and almond.

Vieira de Sousa Reserva White 2019, Douro, Portugal
Grapes are selected from their Quinta located on the
plateau of Celeiros. This wine is a blend of Douro varieties

There is all fresh
acidity you could wish for on the finish which is satisfying
and surprisingly long. A wine that manages to be very
good fun and more serious than you expect.

Bordeaux Superieur, France 2016

Very intense on the nose with elegant red fruit, clove and

some leather with elegant hints of the oak ageing. Lots

of freshness and elegance. Red fruits, lighter dark fruits,

some sweet spice and little owery notes from the Cabernet

Franc. An elegant and long lasting finish.

St Joseph ‘Poivre et Sol’, Francois Villard, Rhone Valley, £63.00
France 2019

Interesting nose of spice and black fruit. Thee palate bears

open brambly fruits with a note of oak; has an elegant

finish of smoky currants.

Nuits-Saint-Georges, Nicolas Potel, Burgundy, France
A vineyard with serious heritage where the first vines date
back to 1896. Powerful aromas of plums and ripe black
fruit with layered berry fruit and spicy intensity. Medium
acidity and great complexity.
